Known as the ‘Salmon Capital of
the World’, Ketchikan is also the ancestral home of the Tlingit people,
who have carved the world’s largest collection of totem poles. If you’re
up for an adventure, take a canoe and nature trail excursion through the
rain forest or a wilderness exploration followed by a sumptuous crab
feast you’ll long remember. The day you are free to shop, explore or
book excursions.

DAY 11, THURS, JULY 16, 2026 - CRUISE THE INSIDE PASSAGE

You’ll sail beyond the Inside Passage into the more protected Alaska
Inside Passage in southeastern Alaska. This complex labyrinth of fjords,
bays, and lush green islands is home to an abundance of wildlife,
including orca, mountain goats, bald eagles, bears, puffins, sea otters
and much more.

We will disembark the ship shortly
after arriving and make our way back to the airport to start our journey
back to Central lllinois.
