Depart Bloomington for Chicago O’Hare for our flight to 
Honolulu. We will arrive at our hotel, Hilton Hawaiian Village 
Beach Resort by mid-afternoon, that evening is at leisure.

Enjoy breakfast then late morning we will go to the Polynesian 
Cultural Center for a full day which includes a guided tour 
through all 6 authentic island villages, enjoy an award winning 
Alii Luau Buffet with live entertainment and fantastic seating at 
the Ha: Breath of Life Show.

Late morning we will check out of our hotel and transfer to the 
Norwegian Cruise Pier where we will board the Pride of America. 
As we journey from one exotic island to the next, learn about the 
Hawaiian culture through the eyes of native ambassadors on board 
the ship. Enjoy more than 10 restaurants, 9 bars and lounges. 

Named after the Wiliwili trees, which once lined its picturesque 
harbor, this lovely port of Kaua`i is your gateway to what many 
believe to be Hawaii’s most beautiful island. On “The Garden 
Island,” nature is truly the star, from the dramatic mountains of 
Kokee to the cool rainforests of Haena. And the tradition of the 
luau adds lively entertainment unique to Hawaii.

After disembarkation we will board motor coach 
transportation to the airport where we will fly back into O’Hare. 
After claiming our luggage we will board the motorcoach to be 
transferred back to Bloomington, IL. 

Kona offers the quintessential Hawaii experience. Sunny, warm 
weather and crystal blue waters entice visitors to partake in a 
variety of surfside fun. 

A surplus of natural splendor and the genuine hospitality of its 
people have helped to make Maui Hawaii’s second most popular 
island. Explore the fascinating history of the town of Lahaina. 
Plant yourself on a pristine beach, or play one of the world’s 
most beautiful golf courses. Lets not forget Halekala Crater, the 
worlds largest dormant volcano at 10,032 feet above sea level. 

This morning we will depart our hotel for a day tour at Pearl 
Harbor, USS Missouri, and USS Arizona. Explore the sites of 
Pearl Harbor, you’ll receive skip-the-line access for a guided 
tour of the USS Missouri, visit the USS Arizona Memorial and 
the Pearl Harbor Visitor Center to learn about the Japanese 
attacks in 1941. Plus, enjoy a sightseeing tour of Honolulu 
to see attractions such as the King Kamehameha Statue and 
the National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific (Punchbowl 
Cemetery). We will arrive back at the hotel in the afternoon and 
the remainder of the day is yours to enjoy the beach or explore 
on your own.

The entire city of Hilo is like one giant greenhouse with 
spectacular tropical flowers at every turn. Visit the town’s well-
preserved historic buildings, which date back to the turn of the 
century and showcase Hawaii’s unique architecture.
