Monday, July 10, 2023 Bloomington to Fairbanks Princess Riverside Lodge (or similar)

Travel from Bloomington to Alaska via Chicago. Arrive in Fairbanks, Alaska
in the evening. You will be transferred to your hotel and beginning of your ad-
venture. This evening dinner is on your own. You may also wish to venture
out in the evening to experience this “ Golden Heart City”.

Be sure to
check out Fannie Q's Saloon, named after a famed local homesteader.

Start your morning with a quick stop at Fannie Q's saloon for a hearty buffet
breakfast. Explore Denali National Park on a Natural History Tour, watching
for glimpses of Denali as well as Denali's "Big Five"; bears, moose, caribou,
wolves and Dall sheep. The included tour with your package is a half day trip if
you would like to increase your chances of spotting wildlife we do recommend
purchasing the upgrade to the full day tour of the park. Later today, you may
want to simply relax with a glass of wine on the deck overlooking the Nenana
River. Visit the Grizzly Burger to indulge in the Ernesto Burger, or grab a slice
at Lynx Creek Pizza.

Thursday, July 13, 2023 | Mt. McKinley Princess Wilderness Lodge (or similar)

This morning you'll travel by motorcoach to Denali State Park for two nights at
the Mt. McKinley Princess Wilderness Lodge (or similar). We arrive just before
lunch. You will have plenty of time to arrange for afternoon adventures. Take
in the sensational views of Denali and the Alaska Range with a glass of wine in
the Great Room or on the expansive deck. Hear stories about climbing Denali in
the Hudson Theater or roast a marshmallow at the fireside patio.

Friday, July 14, 2023 ‘Mt McKinley Princess Wilderness Lodge (or similar)

You have a full day to plan however you choose. Stop by the Tour Desk to
book a variety of optional excursions. Walk the nature trails around the lodge or
sit and gaze at the majesty of "The Great One" from the lodge's treehouse, de-
signed and built by Pete Nelson of Animal Planet's Treechouse Masters.
