Day 1, March 2, 2023 — DEPART BLOOMINGTON FOR CHICAGO O'HARE

Depart Bloomington for Chicago O’Hare for our flight to Honolulu. We will arrive at our hotel, Hilton
Hawaiian Village Beach Resort and the night is at leisure. Enjoy this vibrant neighborhood known for it’s
popular surf beach.

Hilo is known for Wailuku River State Park, featuring Waianuenue, or Rainbow Falls, with its colorful mist effects.

Park, home to rainforests and the active Kilauea and Mauna Loa volcanoes.

Day 7, March 8, 2023 - Kona - 7 AM - 5:30 PM

Kailua-Kona is a town on the west coast of Hawaii Island (the Big Island). Hulihee Palace is a former royal vacation
home dating from 1838. Mokuaikaua Church, from the 1800s, is Hawaii’s oldest Christian church. On Kailua Bay,
reconstructed thatched houses at Kamakahonu National Historic Landmark King Kamehameha I’s residence. Color-
ful coral lies off Kamakahonu Beach. Kailua Pier has boat moorings.

Day 8 & 9, March 9 & 10, 2023 — Nawiliwili (Kauai) - 8 AM - 2 PM

Kauai is an island in the Central Pacific, part of the Hawaiian archipelago. It's nicknamed "the Garden Isle" thanks to
the tropical rainforest covering much of its surface. The dramatic cliffs and pinnacles of its Na Pali Coast have served
as a backdrop for major Hollywood films, while 10-mile-long Waimea Canyon and the Nounou Trails traversing the
Sleeping Giant mountain ridge are hiking destinations.

Day 9, March 10, 2023 - Cruising the Napali Coast

This afternoon we are cruising the Napali Coast. You can relax and
enjoy the amenities aboard the ship.

Day 11, March 11, 2023 - Depart for Home —7 AM

This morning we will disembark the ship and depart for home. After
disembarkation we will board motor coach transportation to the
airport where we will fly back into O’Hare.
